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We are reprinting two articles from Novem-
ber and December of 2000. The first, Consider
the Chad, was written as a parody of false pro-
phetic teachers and was described as such in
the introduction and conclusion—strangely,
some readers took it as serious Bible exposition
even as others have the spurious Bible codes.
The second, The Stealing of a National Elec-
tion, produced angry attacks from 15 Baptist
preachers that apparently are followers of Re-
formed Covenant Theology in the disguise of
Baptists.

The Stealing Of A National Election
An Act That God Will Not Allow To Stand

Though my mother would have said that the wording of
the Law was so plain that it would be an impossibility, it is hap-
pening. Though my dad would have labeled such a thing so
contrary to common sense and history that the attempt would
be laughed out of court as ridiculous, nevertheless it is taking
place.

vowels from "antichrist," we have "nt chr st." This seems, un-
doubtedly, to be an abbreviation for “new total, Christmas,
state.” A prophecy that there will be a new vote total by Christ-
mas in the state with the “uben cuben.” Unbelievable, that
this has been right there all these centuries waiting for this ex-
act hour. This leaves us with “aii"—everyone recognizes this as
a Spanish cry of terror. The wisdom of Daniel could not deci-
pher this.

Stay with me, because this gets very deep as it becomes
even better.

WOW! The chad has given us the anti-Christ and his mark.

Now, as we proceed further to understand the meaning of
this revelation, notice that Nebuchadnezzar spelled backward is
“razzen dah cuben.”

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Eternal I Am, is being stolen from the Jew.

However, on the authority of the word of the Living God of
Heaven, I bluntly and boldly affirm that the theft of this elec-
tion will not stand. The rightful heir will receive the election.

For some the motivation for stealing the election seems no-
ble—they have an agenda to establish and all else is to sacri-
ficed in their self-assigned cause. These desire peace in the
world, even if the obtaining of that peace requires the physical
eradication of an entire national family, the Jew. Others openly
disbelieve the claim that God ever gave the Jew anything. For
others this position is a direct repudiation of the concept that
the God of Heaven can establish a covenant with a nation, mak-
ing that people a chosen people. Still others have a personal,
unreasoning, hatred of the Jew that comes from a heart given
to following Satan. Some declare that they believe that they
are punishing the Jew for being a “Christ-killer” and rewarding
themselves for “believing God.”

Second, there is a religious pressure from strange bedfel-
lows to eliminate any claim by any Jew to the land.

The Islamic
religion claims that Ishmael, born of Hagar, and not Isaac,
born of Sarah, is the beneficiary of the election by the God of
Abraham to inherit the land today called Palestine or Israel.
This claim is built upon the Qur-an (sometimes called the Ko-
ran), a collection of confusing, contradictory ramblings of a
self-acclaimed prophet who could neither read nor write.

Certain ‘Christian’ theologians (some from covenant and

Church.” [This “The Church” is not to be confused with the
New Testament Church as revealed and defined in the word
of God.

Israel.] These biased, confused theologians, with no scriptural
basis whatsoever, then appropriate, in a spiritual sense rather
than a physical nature, to certain ‘Christians’ members of this
fabricated body the election of Israel. Every promise of a literal
and physical nature given to Israel is, on their own whim,
changed into a promise of spiritual possessions and made pay-
able to ‘Christians.’

finish the picture to perfection.

The clearness of the voice of the vision was undeniable:
“Consider the ‘chad’” As quickly as a lightening bolt, I was
given the key to the mystery of the anti-Christ. It is in the
chad-a four-letter word that has the nation, yea even the whole
world, in turmoil.

became more important than either obedience to the practices
present in Scripture or faithfulness to the message of Scrip-
ture.

Consequently, Baptists (among many
others) are reading works of fiction, thinking they are studying
prophecy and they are victims of every huckster after a quick
buck that markets his/her whimsical scheme of interpretation.
Baptists are hungry, and they are searching for nourishment;
sadly, they are receiving a diet of junk food.

Dear Reader, get into the word of God. Check the words of
preachers with the Scriptures. Prepare for the battle. May I es-
pecially encourage you pastors. May the Lord of the harvest
bless you as you labor for Him.

Consider The Chad

A Necessary Word of Caution

Whenever one writes with tongue-in-cheek sarcasm, the im-
minent danger is that of being taken seriously. I have learned
this to my regret by experience. The following is written to
demonstrate the unbiblical approach too many are taking to-
ward prophecy and biblical interpretation. I intend it to expose
the foolishness tolerated in pulpits today. Giving away my

By an everlasting unconditional covenant, God gave a cer-
tain specified (first in general terms and then in great detail)
land to Abram and to his then unborn children. First, in Gene-
sis 15, the general boundaries are given.

18 In the same day the LORD made a covenant with Abram,

saying, Unto thy seed have I given this land, from the river

of Egypt unto the great river, the river Euphrates:

The exact boundaries are carefully detailed in Numbers
chapter 34. Notice that they are neither expanded nor shrunk.
Israel is to hold the land “from the river of Egypt unto the
great river, the river Euphrates.”

1 And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 2 Command the

children of Israel, and say unto them, When ye come into

the land of Canaan; (this is the land that shall fall unto you
for an inheritance, even the land of Canaan with the coasts
thereof:) 3 Then your south quarter shall be from the wil-
derness of Zin along by the coast of Edom, and your south
border shall be the outmost coast of the salt sea eastward:

4 And your border shall turn from the south to the ascent

of Akrabbim, and pass on to Zin: and the going forth

thereof shall be from the south to Kadeshbarnea, and shall

go on to Hazaraddar, and pass on to Azmon: 5 And the bor-
der shall fetch a compass from Azmon unto the river of
Egypt, and the goings out of it shall be at the sea. 6 And as
for the western border, ye shall even have the great sea for
a border: this shall be your west border. 7 And this shall be
your north border: from the great sea ye shall point out
for you mount Hor: 8 From mount Hor ye shall point out
your border unto the entrance of Hamath; and the goings
forth of the border shall be to Zedad: 9 And the border
shall go on to Ziphron, and the goings out of it shall be at
Hazarenan: this shall be your north border. 10 And ye shall
point out your east border from Hazarenan to Shepham:

12 And the border shall go down to Jordan, and the goings
out of it shall be at the salt sea: this shall be your land with
the coasts thereof round about. 13 And Moses commanded
the children of Israel, saying, This is the land which ye shall
inherit by lot, which the LORD commanded to give unto
the nine tribes, and to the half tribe: 14 For the tribe of
the children of Reuben according to the house of their fa-
thers, and the tribe of the children of Gad according to the
house of their fathers, have received their inheritance; and
half the tribe of Manasseh have received their inheritance:
15 The two tribes and the half tribe have received their in-
heritance on this side Jordan near Jericho eastward, toward
the sunrising. (That is: all the way to the river Euphrates.)
The great, everlasting, unconditional covenant to Abram is
not isolated to a few obscure passages, but forms a major doc-
trine in the entire Bible. Space will permit only a small sam-
pling of these verses.
Genesis 12:1 Now the LORD had said unto Abram, Get thee
out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy fa-
